Under the Government of Himachal Pradesh’s strong FLN push, the state recorded
among India’s largest gains from NAS 2021 to PARAKH/PRS 2024: +16 pp in Grade 3
Language and +19 pp in Math. Within this statewide improvement, Solan stood out with
+18 pp (Language) and +23 pp (Math) - the 4th and 3rd largest gains in the state (table
below). ALfA has been implemented across all 9 blocks of Solan since 2024 as part of the
government’s broader effort.

From Low-Performing District to Rank 2 in UP

In 2022, IAS Anita Karwal, then Secretary, Ministry of Education,
entrusted DEVI Sansthan to implement its ALfA

(Accelerating Learning for All) pedagogy for Shamli,

Uttar Pradesh, then a low-performing district of India (NAS 2017).
PRS 2024 Grade 3 shows impressive learning gains:

Language: 65% (NAS 2021) - 79% (PRS 2024) - +14 pp
Maths: 59% (NAS 2021) - 76% (PRS 2024) - +17 pp
This took Shamli to Rank 2 of 75 districts of UP.

In just 3.5 years since launch, ALfA has spread widely, with MOUs
for over 60,000 schools including 9 districts of UP, and the entire
states of Himachal, Uttarkhand, and Jammu & Kashmir.

NATIONAL EXPANSION

Since 2022, ALfA has scaled rapidly across
schools and women/adult literacy programmes
nationwide. In January 2026, MoUs
doubled—reaching 60,000 schools—with
additional research pilots underway. DEVI is also
partnering with NGOs and CSR foundations to
accelerate literacy at scale, and we are seeking
catalytic approaches and new partners to meet
these growing commitments.

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POLICY + PEDAGOGY ACCELERATES FLN FASTER

Under strong post-Covid leadership and
progressive policies, the UP Government
delivered a +10/+10 pp statewide gain and
lifted UP to Rank 7 in India in PARAKH 2024
(Grade 3 language & maths).

The government further created an enabling
environment for NGOs, including DEVI to
implement its ALfA pedagogical intervention
which delivered sharper acceleration: +13/+14
pp across four ALfA districts.

SWith ALfA now in 9 districts (17,500 schools)
and a proposed statewide FLN supplement for
6 million learners, the message is clear: policy
sets the base; pedagogy speeds the gains.

FROM POLICY TO CLASSROOM

Competency-wise analysis of three major pathways to FLN in UP’s 15 districts shows
ALfA classroom based intervention in 4 districts achieved the largest gains in all of the
competencies, between NAS 2021 and PRS 2024. Other pathways also included
statewide support besides their work in the select districts.

When strong policy is topped by the ALfA
pedagogy, gains accelerate fast.
Comparing Grade 3 outcomes in NAS 2021
and PRS 2024, Himachal Pradesh recorded
+16 pp (language) and +19 pp
(numeracy). Even within this success
story, Solan district stands out with +18 pp
language gains and +23 pp numeracy
gains. Solan had been implementing ALfA
pedagogy since the end of 2023.

A shorthand interpretation: HP's
progressive policy built the baseline, the
“highway”, while pedagogy added an
extra acceleration in ALfA-implementing
districts.

Given the strength of results and evidence
at scale, we suggest moving directly to
rollout of the ALfA supplement as an FLN
booster where State governments see its
value—government orders are needed
now.

India has made extraordinary progress.
NIPUN goals are still within reach in the
mission’s final year, if we align what
leaders prioritise through policy (the
highway) with what schools do daily
through pedagogy (the vehicle).

Itis clear, some vehicles move far faster.

ALfA: Accelerating Learning for All

ALfA is a high-speed FLN pedagogical
intervention in which learning moves from
known-to-unknown, and children work in
pairs. This ensures every child remains
active, every minute, leading to rapid
gains in learning.

Teachers find it easy to implement.
Children enjoy learning with each other, in
turn leading to better attendance.

ALfA combines:

e Paired learning + joyful routines (every
child active, every minute).

e Known > unknown sequencing in
literacy: picture > sounds (letters)
- meaningful words & sentences.

® Kinesthetic > concrete > abstract
sequencing in numeracy (number
sense > operations > mastery).

® A short, intensive cycle (45-working
days) to establish FLN foundations.

ALfA is exceptionally low-cost and quick
to implement:

Language: Thin 30 to 40 page booklets
are shared as one copy among two
children working in a pair.

Numeracy: A teacher guide plus simple
hands-on materials (sticks/beans, or local
substitutes) are provided or arranged
locally (recycled, reused, sustainable).

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NIPUN Last Mile 3 Asks

This is the final year of NIPUN
Bharat—and FLN targets are still
achievable: declare FLN an emergency,
run a time-bound mission, and use
disruptive pedagogy to drive forwards.

In Uttar Pradesh, ALfA disruptive FLN
pedagogy moved quickly from pilot to
scale after COVID because the DGSE
chose to pilot it and backed it without
overlapping other FLN approaches—rare,
senior-level support to try a new
pedagogy, grounded in two decades of
research by DEVI Sansthan.

The pilot evidence was validated by
Harvard. ALfA grew from a small pilot to
now have MOUs for implementation in
over 60,000 government schools across
multiple States/UTs, including state-
wide in Himachal Pradesh.

PRS/PARAKH 2024 captured ALfA’s gains
at scale in both UP and HP

Two clear implementation choices other
states can replicate:

(1) create policy space for
innovation—formally permit a proven
“booster” like ALfA as a time-bound FLN
supplement alongside existing systems
(not as another pilot on the side);

(2) run a focused 45-working-day
cycle, followed by evidence & checks.

3 Asks:

What we need from the State

1. Approve ALfA-FLN as a state

programme for a 45-working-day
emergency cycle at the start of the
academic year (or soon thereafter).

2. Print and distribute the ALfA
booklets free of cost (DEVI via CSR
support, or transfer printing rights
to the Government through MoU).

3. Endorse mass training in ALfA
accelerated teaching methods for
teachers, middle-level leaders, and school
heads through onlineg, offline,

and cascade modalities.

Why this matters now

NEP 2020 and NIPUN Bharat set a 2026-27
deadline for universal FLN,

but progress is uneven—making this

a time-sensitive opportunity to
accelerate learning.

What earlier took 3+ years can now be
achieved through ALfA in 45 working
days.

Recommendation to States:

Learn from the pages of HP and other
states that have signed up to adopt ALfA
fast & holistic classroom practice, so that
the last stretch of the mission produces
the biggest possible learning jump, quickly
and equitably.

« DEVI's adult literacy efforts began in 2015 with the Global Dream
Campaign for Literacy, starting with a survey of 1.06 million
adults in Lucknow. Findings showed that age, caste, and
geography significantly affect literacy rates.

« DEVI then partnered with Karouni village in Sarojini Nagar,
where 22 women led a community-driven literacy initiative,
empowering 800 women over two years. This success was

widely covered in media.

« DEVIran a program where students from grades 6-12 across
India tutored adult learners. The Literacy NOW app, supported
by SBI Foundation, further boosted these efforts and was
adopted by Literacy Chicago in the US.

- DEVI also partnered with the Mizoram government in 5 districts,
