* Schools are randomly allocated to implementation
and reference groups.

* A standardized baseline test is conducted in all
schools.

 Teachers in implementation schools are trained
and provided with ALfA materials.

 The ALfA program is implemented, typically for 45
days.

* An endline test, which is scientifically similar to
the baseline, is conducted; and the results
analysed.
